Fugill Road has 26 one
bedroom bungalows and 16
one bedroom fiats specifically
designed for older people.

The scheme is located to the
east of the city on the
Heartsease estate and is within
short walking distance the local
shops, GP surgery and bank.

Local bus services to the city
centre are also available
close by.

The communal lounge acts
as a meeting place where
residents can enjoy weekly
coffee mornings, bingo and
other activities.
