CONDITIONS AGREED TO BY APPLICANT
(a)  To maintain and keep available, unobstructed and in reasonable condition to the satisfaction of the Head of City Development, the width of footway stated above or as might otherwise be mutually agreed.

(b)  Sufficiently to light and watch the scaffolding and/or hoarding, platform and handrail during the hours of darkness and to maintain the lights n proper working order.

(c)  To provide adequate protection to all projections and sharp edges.  This applies particularly to scaffold couplings, which should be securely wrapped.

(d)  The lower part of the scaffold, including all standards, braces, etc., to have a high visibility surface finish e.g. luminous tape, dayglo, etc.  If paint / emulsion is used, adequate precautions to protect passing pedestrians must be taken until it is dry.

(e)  Not to open any part of the highway.

(f)  
Not to erect any door or gate in the hoarding which opens outwards.

(g)  On removing the hoarding, platform and handrail from the highway, to maintain any part of the highway affected by the works in a reasonable temporary condition to the satisfaction of the  Head of City Development until required by Norwich City Council to reinstate it permanently.

(h)  To remove all obstructions and make good the highway to the satisfaction of the Head of City Development on or before       .
