City Car Club also operates successfully in other cities in the UK, including London, Bristol, Bath, Birmingham, Brighton and Edinburgh. As a City Car Club member, you can use the cars there too! The Norwich Car Club is a partnership between City Car Club and Norwich City Council and is part of the Civitas Norwich project. 

What is a car club? 

A car club gives you day-to-day access and the freedom of a car when you need one, without the hassle and overheads of a car when you don’t. Cars are kept in reserved parking bays close to homes and workplaces. Low membership costs and drive-away charges cover everything: road tax, MOT, insurance, VAT, servicing, maintenance and valeting. The club allows access to a pool of cars, at any time, at short-notice and for periods of an hour or more. Using the club cars is easy because: 

· a car is booked through a central office using the telephone or internet 

· cars can be hired 24-hours a day for as little as an hour at a time 

· cars are located at designated parking bays less than 10 minutes walk from members' homes or businesses 

· keys are either kept at a nearby safe, or in the car, which is accessed using a smart card 

· drivers pay a monthly fee and are billed for hours hired and miles driven 

· servicing and maintenance are taken care of.

Once the club is established in Norwich, a great benefit of the car club will be the choice of vehicles – from hatchbacks for city trips, estates for removals, or a people mover for larger outings. Cars are usually less than a year old and have full breakdown cover. Click here for more information.

Would I benefit from joining the club?

The Norwich Car Club could be right for you, particularly if:

· you do not currently own a car, but would like to have access to a car for occasional use, perhaps two or three times per week for social or business trips 

· you are a two-car family. Many people find that they do not need their second car as a result of car club membership 

· you currently run a car but are doing a low mileage, eg fewer than 8,000 miles per annum 

· you own an older more unreliable vehicle, or whose finances are stretched by car ownership could find car club membership an attractive alternative 

· you are a business that uses pool cars or staff's own vehicles for business trips. Joining the car club as a corporate member gives you access to 'time-share' vehicles with all the management taken care of, leaving you free to concentrate on your core business. Employees also benefit from a work place car pool provided by CityCarClub – with cars bookable anywhere on our network at night and weekends for non-work-related journeys.

How much does it cost?

A major advantage of car club membership is that members of a car club pay much lower fixed costs than car owners. CityCarClub aims to have the lowest rates available for car club members, and has designed a range of membership options to suit most usage requirements. You can join for a single up-front payment, with hourly and mileage rate charges only when you use the vehicle. Alternative packages are available for more frequent users.
